Curtain Assembly Replacement (Bottom View)

1. Remove the Reflector Assembly and flip the Shutter into its top.

2. Remove the Bottom Cover to expose the inside Roller and Motor. Depending on the revision level, there are
either six or twenty six screws.

3. Manually unroll the Curtain until the Curtain reaches the Front Limit Switch (8).
4. Loose the Belt tension by unscrewing the rear screws.

5. Remove the old Curtain by removing the five screws (3) on the Roller (7) and loosen the two side screws (4) on
the Clamp Bar (5). Slide the Curtain off the Belts (6).

6. Attach the new Curtain (1) PN 38071 to the Roller (7) and Roller Bar (2) with the 6-32 Screws (3) previously
removed from the Roller (7).

7. Stretch the Curtain (1) toward the front and slide the Clamp Bar (5) onto the Belt (6) where the Curtain (1) is
fully outstretched. The Curtain should be stretched short of the Front Limit Switch (8).

8. Tighten the end screws 4-40 (4).

9. Manually roll-up the Curtain (1) until the Curtain reaches the Rear Limit Switch. If the Clamp Bar (5) bows,
loosed the Screws (4) and allow the Clamp Bar (5) to find its natural straightness and retighten.



10. Replace the Bottom Cover.

11. Set-up the system according to the Shutter directions. Tighten the Belt Tension (10) as needed to improve the
Belt performance.
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
